The Abraham Baldwin Chapter, Sons of the American Revolution was chartered on March 27, 1988 in Albany, Georgia.

Then GASSAR President Robert B. Vance, Sr., Daughters of the American Revolution Past State Regent Marie DeLamar and Barbara S. Dayhuff, Regent of the Commodore Richard Dale Chapter, DAR were instrumental in getting the Chapter started.  Both ladies received the Martha Washington Medal and later were instrumental in assisting with the effort to put a Source Book together for the Abraham Baldwin Chapter that later became the foundation for the GASSAR SourceBook that was to be published later.

The Chapter was named for Abraham Baldwin a Patriot Chaplain in the Revolutionary War.  State and National Representative and Senator; founder and first President of the University of Georgia, his most important work was his participation in the adoption, signing and ratification of the Constitution of the United States.
