The United States is divides into thirteen Districts each
generaly consisting of three or four adjoining states.
There are also two Foreign Districts for SAR Societies
outside the United States. Each Digtrict is governed by a
Vice-President General elected annually by thedistrict and
confirmed at the Annual Congress. In general no District
has a budget, so the district activities and command are
limited.

As provided in the Constitution, each state (North and
South Dakota are combined) has a State Society equal
and independent of the other. Some states are further
divided into regions for administrative purposes. There
are also societies in Canada, Great Britain, France and
Switzerland. Some states have a paid employee. Each
State society hasan Annual Meeting of all membersand a
Board of Managers selected from the membership. The
Board meetsasdirected by the Society constitution. Each
State Society performsadministrative matters, keepsacopy
of the original application, establishes and collects state
dues and collects national dues. Some State Societies
collect chapter dues and some leave this to the chapter.
The State Society implements programs approved by the
National Society. Each Society publishes a newsletter
four timesayear.

The chapter isthe basic unit of the organization. It hasa
constitution and by-laws, the officers are elected by the
chapter members, aBoard of Managers selected according
to the chapter by-laws-performsthe administrative duties,
establishes chapter dues and most important, implements
national and state programs. Each chapter determinesits
procedures and selects the programs it implements.
Chaptersvary greatly depending on their location and the
interest of members. Some chaptersimplement anumber
of programs and some have only a few.

NSSAR PROGRAMS

iBy their works you shall know themf is certainly true
of the Sons of the American Revolution. In carrying out
it objectives-declared to be patriotic, historical and
educational-it has selected a number of programs.

AMERICANISM to promote principles of freedom and liberty for
al Americans.

HISTORICAL ORATION to conduct an annual Rumbaugh
Orations Contest at the National Congress.

ESSAY CONTEST to conduct an annual Knight Essay Contest
with recognition at the National Congress.

LAW ENFORCEMENT to promote the recognition of persons
who have distinguished themselves in the preservation of law and
order.

LINEAGE RESEARCH WORKSHOPS to promote family
research by conducting courses on genealogical procedures.

REVOLUTIONARY WAR GRAVES to register final resting
places of Patriotic forefathers and publish listing of Patriotic Graves.

PRESERVE UNITED STATES HISTORY to develop and
implement a program to fight misleading US History in school
textbooks.

VETERANS to encourage recognition of and support to veteransin
VA hospitals.

HISTORY

After the Civil War and with the approach of the
Centennial of the Declaration of Independence apatriotic
fervor devel oped throughout the country. Therewasalso
arecognition that the personal connection with the Patriots
of the Revolution was being lost. Not only were the
Patriots gone, but many of their sons and daughters were
also departing thislife. Because of thisanumber of groups
were organized in various states to honor the Patriots and
to perpetuate the memory of their participation in the War
of Independence. By April 1889 there were thirteen of
these Revolutionary War Societiesin existence.

One of these organizations was the Society of the Sons of
the Revolutionary Sires organized in San Francisco,
Cdliforniain 1875. Another of these organizations was
the Sons of the Revolution organized in 1883 with
chapters in New York, New Jersey, Massachusetts and
Pennsylvania. In April 1889 the New Jersey Son of the
Revolution invited delegates from the thirteen
Revolutionary Societiesto meet at Fraunces Tavernin New
York City to discuss the organization of a national
society. You will remember this was where George
Washington bid farewell to his officersin the Continental
Army.

Twenty delegates representing the thirteen societies
accepted the invitation. A motion was made to adopt the
congtitution of the New Y ork Society of the Sons of the
Revolution with other state societies as iauxiliary
branchesi This motion failed. After much discussion
the assembly decided to organize the National Society of
the Sons of the American Revolution (NSSAR) with each
state society (state abbreviation SSAR) a member, equal
and independent. Thismotionwasapproved. At that time
some state societies admitted men and women while other
admitted only men. After much discussion and in the
interest of harmonizing differences, it wasdecided the SAR
would be an organization of iSonst only. However, some
state societies of the Sons of the Revolution (SR) declined
to join the group and each organization has continued its
independent course.

The first NSSAR National Congress was held in
Louisville, Kentucky in May 1890. Within afew years
the ladies organized the Daughters of the American
Revolution and used the SAR procedures and application
papers until they developed their own.

Initially the NSSAR headquarters were in Washington,
D.C., but in 1980 the headquarters moved to Louisville,
Kentucky. Today it occupies a beautiful building which
includesthenational headquarters offices, meeting rooms,
a library and a museum. Also in the headquarters is a
Merchandise Department where individual items such as
the memberis medal, caps, ties, and T-shirts; promotional
literature including the National Society Handbook and
general items such as medals and certificates are sold.
Usethe order form in the SAR MAGAZINE or the order
form obtained from the NSSAR when placing an order.
Membersare alwayswel come and anyone passing through
Louisville should visit the headquarters.

The SAR Congress passed a resolution recommending
that the Revolutionary War records stored in boxes and
barrels in the State Department be transferred to a fire
proof storage area, be indexed and be made available to
the public. The US Congress enacted alaw directing this
to bedone. 1n 1913 the National Archiveswas established.
SAR members can take pride in the fact that our
organization played an instrumental role in the

establishment of the National Archives.

ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE

The Sons of the American Revolution was first
incorporated in January 1890 in the State of Connecticut.
It was chartered by the United States Congress in June
1906. It hasan approved Charter and By-laws. National
officers are titled General officers - such as President
General - and are elected annually by delegates from the
state societies at the annual SAR Congress. The number
of delegates from each state is determined by the number
of active members. An Executive Committee partially
appointed by the President-General and elected by the
members assist the President-General in a day to day
operations. An Executive Director heads a staff
administering the national organization. The governing
body is known as the Board of Trustees. Each State
Society elects Trustees and Alternate Trustees, the
number is determined by its strength. The Board of
Trustees meets twice a year at Louisville to conduct
business. The annual SAR Congresses are held in
Louisville every five years and are moved around the
country the other four years. The President General
appoints anumber of committeesto study various matters
and reports to the Board of Trustees and at the annual
Congress. Each summer the names and addresses of all
national, district, state and chapter officers and national
committeesare published inthe SAR MAGAZINE.

The National Society (NSSAR) establishes national dues
and approves programs to implemented by the state
societies. The National Society is the final approving
authority for membership and keeps original membership
records in a fire proof, humidity controlled space.
Membership records are microfilmed and some of those
records are available on CD ROM. The National Society
publishes the SAR MAGAZINE four times ayear.
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
