Grave Marking Awards Program


The locating and marking of Revolutionary War Patriot graves is at the core of our responsibilities as members of the Sons of the American Revolution.  In Georgia, we are privileged to have the publication, Georgia Revolutionary War Soldiers & Sailors, Patriots & Pioneers to guide us.  This two-volume publication was funded through the Patterson-Barkley Foundation Board member and former Chancellor H. Ross Arnold.  This publication is a widely accepted authority on Revolutionary War Patriot graves located in Georgia and how to order a copy for your Chapter is found at in the Source Book at Section 26.11F..  Thus, we have a unique opportunity that numerous other state societies do not have.  If we don’t mark them, who will?

Revolutionary War Patriot Graves Marked

The Graves Committee will recognize at the Annual State Conference those chapters who actively participate in a Patriot grave marking by awarding a Revolutionary War Patriot Graves Marked flag streamer and certificate for marking three Revolutionary War Patriot graves after reporting each in the Graves Registry.  A star for attaching to the flag streamer will be presented at the Annual Conference for each additional grave marked (past and future) as reported to the Graves Registry by the Chapter (see 10.10F for form).  The report must include information to be added to our Graves Registry (cemetery location, GPS reading, biography and date of the dedication and reported by mail or email to the GASSAR Graves Committee).  The Graves Committee Awards at the Annual State Conference are based on the Calendar Year in which the Patriot Grave Dedication was reported in the Graves Registry, not the calendar year that the dedication was conducted.
Each Patriot Grave Dedication conducted, as defined in Section 26.00, will be awarded a flag certificate and flag streamer after reporting three graves marked in the Grave Registry or a star for each grave dedication after receiving a flag streamer.  Each Patriot Grave Dedication will receive one credit.  Those chapters who co-sponsored a Patriot Grave Dedication will receive one credit after the dedication is reported in the Graves Registry by the lead Chapter.  Co-sponsoring a Patriot Grave Dedication is defined as providing the lead Chapter with coordinating and/or financial assistance.
Compatriot Graves Marked

Chapters are encouraged to conduct for each SAR member’s  grave  a Compatriot Grave Marking as we should seek to also honor those SAR members that are no longer with us.
The Graves Committee will recognize at the Annual State Conference those chapters who actively participate in a Compatriot grave marking by awarding a Compatriot Graves Marked flag streamer and certificate for marking two compatriot graves after reporting each in the Graves Registry.  A star for attaching to the flag streamer will be presented at the Annual State Conference for each additional Compatriot grave marked (past and future) as reported to the Graves Registry by the Chapter (see 10.10F for form).  The report must include information to be added to our Graves Registry (cemetery location, GPS reading, biography and date of the dedication and reported by mail or email to the GASSAR Graves Committee).  The Graves Committee Awards at the Annual State Conference are based on the Calendar Year in which the Compatriot Grave Dedication was reported in the Graves Registry, not the calendar year that the dedication was conducted.

Each Compatriot Grave Dedication conducted, as defined in Section 26.00, will be awarded a flag certificate and flag streamer after reporting two compatriot graves marked in the Grave Registry or a star for each compatriot grave dedication after receiving a flag streamer.  Each Compatriot Grave Dedication will receive one credit.  Those chapters who co-sponsored a Compatriot Grave Dedication will receive one credit after the dedication is reported in the Graves Registry by the lead Chapter.  Co-sponsoring a Compatriot Grave Dedication is defined as providing the lead Chapter with coordinating and/or financial assistance.
