17.11 President General James R. Westlake Communications Award

This award recognizes of two important areas of communications within Georgia Society chapters:

· Chapter newsletters  - white star
· Chapter websites – gold star
The award consists of a certificate and flag streamer and is used to encourage the use of web sites and newsletters that publicize the numerous deeds of our members.  The selection of chapter recipients is determined by the Information Technology Committee and awarded at the annual awards luncheon. Once a chapter is awarded the initial streamer and star(s), future recognition will be by issuance of additional appropriate stars.
The award is named after President General James R. Westlake (1993-94) – the great communicator from the Georgia Society.  PG Westlake was well known for his oration skills and was a frequent Master of Ceremonies at the national level.

Chapters should submit their entries on form 17.11F to the Chairman, Information Technology Committee by December 15 annually.  

Those receiving the award are not eligible to receive the award two years running, opening the way for other chapters to compete annually.
