17.9              Brigadier General Robert L. Scott, Jr., Veterans Award
For those chapters that enter the NSSAR USS Stark competition (See Source Book 14.1.1), chapter awards are presented at the annual state Awards Luncheon for the top activity in each membership size.  This award is named to honor former Compatriot Brigadier General Robert L. Scott, Jr. a true American hero and deceased member of the Ocmulgee Chapter and Georgia Society.

The NSSAR authorized, in 1988, THE USS STARK MEMORIAL AWARD to memorialize those brave men and women who continue to stand at the forefront to preserve the freedoms our patriotic ancestors fought so long and hard to achieve.  Its purpose is to recognize outstanding chapters within the National Society of the Sons of the American Revolution for their participation in Veterans Committee activities.

The period of program activities will be from January 1 through December 31 of each year. Chapter activities are to be recorded by each Chapter Veterans Committee Chairman and reported to the State Veterans Committee Chairman by December 15th.  Include any planned activity for the period December 15 and December 31 in order to meet the NSSAR deadline. 
First place streamers and certificates will be awarded to the most active chapters for their support of the Veterans by the following membership size: 10 to 24, 25 to 49, 50 to 99, 100 and over.
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
