Revolutionary War Patriot Honored

Revolutionary War Patriot John Maxwell will be honored by a rededication service of by members of the Piedmont Chapter, Sons of the American Revolution. Patriot Maxwell is buried in the Maxwell Family Cemetery located near North Point Mall.

John Maxwell was born on May 9, 1763 in Virginia and died on October 5, 1840 at the age of 73.  He served in the Revolution out of Elbert County as a Private and latter married, fathering nine children.  His wife, Agnes Henry Maxwell was the sister of the famous Patrick Henry (“Give me liberty or give me death”) of Virginia.  Patriot Maxwell drew land in the 1825 and 1827 Georgia land lotteries.  The Maxwell descendants had a profound influence in the development of the community

The Piedmont Chapter originally marked the grave on August 10, 1996 with numerous members of the Maxwell Family Association in attendance.  Last year, it was discovered that the Revolutionary War marker had been stolen.  The marker will be reinstalled and rededicated at a service scheduled for 11:00 a.m., April 12, 2003.  The public is invited to attend the service.

Directions to Maxwell Cemetery:  Going north.  Take GA 400, Exit 9, Haynes Bridge Road.  Turn left, cross back over GA400.  Go 0.5 miles on Haynes Bridge Road to first light at Morrison Parkway.  Turn left.  Proceed 0.8 miles to next light; turn left onto Maxwell Road.  Proceed another 0.8 miles down Maxwell Road to cemetery on right, next to fire station.

220 years have passed since the end of the Revolutionary War and many Patriot graves have been lost due to the passage of time.  The Piedmont Chapter has marked the graves of 24 Patriots and visits each gravesite annually to replace the flag at the grave.  The Georgia Society, Sons of the American Revolution has an ongoing program to locate, mark and honor the graves of Revolutionary War Patriots.
