One of the charges we have at the national, state and chapter level is to always be diligent and committed to mark Revolutionary War Patriot and Compatriot gravesites.  
Patriot Grave Reporting
The National Patriot Graves and Biographies Report form (See Sections 10.10F and 26.07F, for the Patriot Graves and Biographies Report form with instructions for completing) is the means to register located Patriot gravesites so that a permanent record can be maintained on for Patriots and their grave locations.  This Patriot Grave form, along with a photo (electronic image preferred) of the headstone that includes the separate granite or bronze SAR Grave Marker should be emailed to the State Graves Committee Chairman, and the State Registry Administrator at  gravesregistry@gasocietysar.org.  A copy of the completed Patriot Graves and Biographies Report form also must be emailed to National at patriotgraves@sar.org . 
Compatriot Grave Reporting
A GASSAR Compatriot Graves Registry form is found in Source Book, Sections 10.10G and 26.07G for Compatriot Graves only. This form, along with a photo (electronic image preferred) of the headstone that includes the (granite or bronze) SAR Compatriot Grave Marker must be emailed to the State Graves Committee Chairman, and the State Registry Administrator at  gravesregistry@gasocietysar.org.  
Note: Do not send a copy of the Compatriot Graves Registry form to the National Society, who does not maintain a Compatriot Graves database.
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
