SAR Member Grave Marking

Chapters are encouraged to mark the graves of deceased members with an appropriate service as that conducted for Patriots.  The graves registry form has a dropdown bar for use for this purpose.

Grave markers 0601L (lug) and 0602S (stake) are available from Merchandise to mark a deceased members grave.  Also, Crematorial Burial Marker 0603C may be used on a number of occasions as the situation dictates.  For instance, markers are not allowed for burials in a national military cemetery.  A service however, may be conducted using a crematorial (medallion) at the grave site inscribed as follows:

Presented in grateful appreciation

of the membership of Aubrey Morris

 in the Piedmont Chapter, Georgia Society 

SAR

At the conclusion of the service the medallion is presented to the family member attending.  This also may be used where off site burial prevents the chapter members from attending or at services where the deceased members’ remains are cremated and placed in a columbarium in a church or on church grounds, again presented to the family member.
All member grave markings should be reported to the web master with a copy to the state graves chairman using Sourcebook 10.10F.
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
