it is fitting that the recurring anniversary of this date should be commemorated with thanksgiving and prayer and exercises designed to perpetuate peace through good will and mutual understanding between nations; and

on June 1, 1954 Congress declared that Armistice Day should be Veterans Day to honor all who had served in all wars to preserve world peace and on October 8, 1954 President Dwight D. Eisenhower issued the first Veterans Day Proclamation, and

To protect the Nation they love, our veterans stepped forward when America needed them most. In conflicts around the world, their sacrifice and resolve helped destroy the enemies of freedom and saved millions from oppression. In answering history's call with honor, decency, and resolve, our veterans have shown the power of liberty and earned the respect and admiration of a grateful Nation, and

 All of America's veterans have placed our Nation's security before their   own lives, creating a debt that we can never fully repay. Our veterans represent the best of America, and they deserve the best America can give them,
