Compatriot Claude Henry Snow, National Number 137496, Georgia Society Number 2399, Piedmont Chapter, Georgia Society, Sons of the American Revolution, is cited for continuous outstanding service in a variety of leadership positions providing important contributions to his Chapter, the educational environment, the local community and his SAR Society during the period from February 1994 through September 2000, in perpetuating the memory of our Patriots during the war of the American Revolution.

Compatriot Snow, as one of the Founding Fathers of the Piedmont Chapter, was elected as the Chapter’s first secretary charged with formulating the records and administrative details necessary to sustain the foundation of his Chapter and set the guidance for continued Chapter growth, a position he held for two years with obvious outstanding results. Following his accomplishments as Secretary, he took the position as a historian, setting forth to further the SAR objectives giving such presentations as his, “Friend or Foe, Highland Scots and the American Revolution” to the Chapter in 1998, and his memorable published article, “The United States Constitution, Heir of the Magna Carta” the year before. 

With the establishment of a Chapter newsletter, the “Piedmont Piper” during 1995-96, Compatriot Snow recognized the value of ensuring a first class product with wide distribution. Realizing the costs to meet this goal, he was able to have the “Piper” printed and distributed throughout the membership at no financial cost to the Chapter, a procedure he continued until his relocation from the area but not from his Piedmont Chapter. The funds he made available provided the Chapter to recognize students and community leaders for their contribution to patriotism.

Such service reflects great credit upon himself, the Piedmont Chapter and the Sons of the American Revolution.

Colonel Robert W. (Bob) Bauchspies is awarded the Society of the Sons of the American Revolution Silver Good Citizenship Medal by the Georgia Society in recognition of notable service in behalf of our American principle. Compatriot Bauchspies retired from the US Army Corps of Engineers in 1984, after a distinguished career of more than 30 years of active military service to his country in both peacetime and during war. He has served the American people in command and staff positions throughout the United States and in overseas assignments serving in Japan, Turkey, Korea, Hawaii, Vietnam and the Marshall Islands, South Pacific.

Bob is further recognized for his long service to the civilian community in leadership positions in church, school, as Chairman of the Boy Scout Council in Mount Vernon, fraternal organizations, in coaching little league sports, most recently appointed by the Mayor as a member of the Board of Directors for the Alpharetta Development Authority, and an array of local community related responsibilities.

In 1991, while in the Washington, DC area, he was accepted into the Sons of the American Revolution as a member or the Jacksonville Chapter, Florida, while his brother was Chapter President. Upon his relocation to Georgia in 1995, he transferred membership to the newly formed Piedmont Chapter and has been an active supporter of the ideals and objective of the National Society .A distinct leader and innovator or his Chapter, he organized 14 separate Chapter Committees, wrote and published the tasks for these Committees while serving as Secretary; he rewrote and combined the Chapter's Constitution and Bylaws while serving as Vice President, and as Chapter President, led his Chapter to an unprecedented consecutive win of top National Society honors to include the President General's Cup and Activities Streamer. He is currently serving as the elected State Society Vice President for Northwest Georgia.

Each Eagle Scout receives a Piedmont Chapter package containing a certificate of recognition with his name inscribed in “certificate font” lettering, a letter of congratulations with an invitation to participate in the National Society’s Eagle Scout Essay Contest, and other SAR related scout badges.

Larry Maurer, a Boy Scouts of America winner of the coveted Silver Beaver Award, has been the sole force behind the Piedmont Chapter’s efforts in organizing and directing the Scout Program and in forming a team for evaluating submitted Scout essays for recognition. Significantly, as a result of his total commitment, he has produced an Eagle Scout winner at the GASSAR level Eagle Scout Essay Contest for each of the past three years. No other SAR Chapter Scout Program in the Georgia Society has been so recognized.

He has served the Piedmont Chapter continuously in areas of increasing responsibilities over the past six years. He is always one to be counted upon to get the job done and get it done right, a definite asset to the Chapter and to the Georgia Society.
