A Proclamation

Kettle Creek Day

Whereas: 
February 14h, 2004 marks the 225th anniversary of the date in 1779 when the combined Militia forces of Colonel Andrew Pickens, Colonel John Dooly and Lieutenant Colonel Elijah Clarke attacked a superior force of British Loyalists at a location in Wilkes County now known as Kettle Creek, and;
Whereas:
While outnumbered by more than two to one, the Patriots attacked and after a spirited battle lasting two hours, completed routed the British Loyalist unit commanded by Lieutenant Colonel Boyd, and;

Whereas:
The Patriot victory prevented a serious rallying of Tories in the South at a critical early time, resulting in “the most serious check and chastisement the Tories ever received in South Carolina or Georgia”, and;
Whereas:
 Kettle Creek Day serves to remind the citizens of Georgia of our Revolution and the sacrifices endured during the eight years of struggle for American independence, and;
Whereas:
The descendants of the soldiers who fought in the American Revolution encourage the community to proclaim February 14th of each year as Kettle Creek Day in commemoration of the War of the American Revolution and the struggle for independence, now;
Therefore; I, Sonny Perdue, Governor of the state of Georgia do hereby proclaim the date of February 14, 2004 as 
Kettle Creek Day
And urge all Georgians to become more knowledgeable about the battle and the role the Revolution played in the history of our great nation.
In witness thereof, I have hereunto set my hand and cause the seal of the Executive Department to be affixed this 15th day of January in the year of our Lord two thousand four.
