The Declaration of Independence




The Constitution, and




The Bill of Rights


The Declaration of Independence is a legal brief to the world outlining the colonial American’s cause for freedom. The preamble states the unalienable rights of men and the right of men to throw off any government that is destructive to these rights. The indictments against King George and the British people are listed. The document closes with the right of the United States to establish themselves as free and independent states and to sever political connection to Great Britain. 


The Constitution is a compromise of the struggle between a central, federal, government and states rights. Small states required one vote for each state to ensure equal representation of the states. The central government needed a government represented the people by population. The compromise formed a congress with a senate for equal state representation and a house of representatives for the populace. A limited executive head of state was established in contrast to the world’s government of monarchy. A judiciary appointed for life, free and independent of political influence when rendering interpretation of law.

And finally to fill the void in the Constitution of rights protested in the Declaration of Independence and not implicitly stated in the Constitution, the Bill of Rights.

These documents constitute the beginning of a political and governmental experiment that started over 200 years ago. Our awareness of their content and our pursuit to safeguard the principles contained therein guarantees the continuance of the experiment and the liberties granted the citizens of these United States of America.
